School Attendance:  Whilst attendance at 

Ulong Public School has shown great 

improvement with 100% for a few days, I 

have noticed the amount of school absences 

are quite high.

and to retain the skills taught. I have included 

a quote from The School’s Attendance Policy, 

for you to consider in the New Year.  

Make education important!  

Habitual Absence is defined as ‘The child/

young person is of compulsory school age (6 

years to current leaving age) AND is 

habitually absent’. ‘Habitually absent is a 

minimum of 30 days absence within the past 

100 school days. However, principals should 

consider other factors, such as the student’s 

age and learning support needs in deciding 

on action earlier than the 30 days indicated.
